Rules Ju-jutsu Full Contact A-category rules (link to rules). Athletes from all 

martial arts disciplines are eligible to compete, provided they comply with 

the full contact rules of the competition. 

  Mandatory equipment for athletes: 

  - White Ju-jutsu gi meeting the standards described in the rules 

  - Mouth guard 

  - Red and blue belt 

  - Groin guard (men) 

  - Chest protector (women) 

  - Women may use red and blue soft chin protection  

  - Women may wear hijab and headgear 

Duration of the fight Two 2-minute rounds with a 1-minute break between rounds.

Weight categories Men -65 kg, -73 kg, -80 kg, -86 kg, -94 kg, -100 kg, +100 kg 

  Women -52 kg, -60 kg, -66 kg, -72 kg, -78 kg, +78 kg 

  The organizer reserves the right to merge weight categories. 

Weigh-in All athletes are required to attend the official weigh-in. Athletes who fail to 

make weight on the first attempt may return to the scale within the official 

weigh-in time limit. 

Age limit  The minimum age for participation is 17 years. 

Insurance All athletes must have valid medical insurance covering full-contact sports. 

The organizer accepts no responsibility for any injuries or accidents. 

Referees The official registration for referees will open at a later stage prior to the 

competition. 

Registration Registration details and opening date will be communicated at a later 

stage.  

Registration fee  USD 50. Accreditation provides access to all competition venues, official 

ceremonies, and serves as the official participant identification badge.  

Accommodation Accommodation packages are available for 1–5 October 2026. 

Package A USD 100 per night per person 

Package B USD 60 per night per person 

 The accommodation packages include breakfast, airport transfers, daily 

transportation between the hotel and the competition venue, and 

accreditation support. 

Accommodation must be booked exclusively through the Organizing 

Committee. Athletes and teams who do not book and pay for 

accommodation through the Organizing Committee will be charged an 

additional fee of USD 300 per person upon registration. 

Payment details The registration and accommodation fees are paid directly to the 

Organizing Committee. Payments will be made by bank transfer. Payment 

details will be communicated at a later stage. 

Visa support The Organizing Committee provides official invitation letters and visa 

support documents upon request.
